The Occupational Safety, Health and Working
Conditions Code, 2020, is enacted to consolidate
and simplify the existing complex web of labour
laws. It replaces 13 Central Labour laws by a
single comprehensive legislation, thereby reducing
multiplicity and bringing uniformity across
industries and States/ UTs. The Code was enacted
as a part of the broader labour laws reforms to
improve transparency, enhance worker welfare,
and promote ease of doing business in India.

The Code balances the twin objectives
of safeguarding worker rights and safe working
conditions, and creating a business-friendly
regulatory environment.

This course is designed to create awareness on
OSH&WC Code, 2020 among the industrial
workers, supervisors, managers and other safety
professionals to meet the broader objective of the
Code.

These emphasize attitude and skills for effective

implementation, promoting a safety culture through

workers participation.

programme in accessible language.

e Exhibit leadership in promoting safe practices
and compliance advising.

These cover specialized knowledge in OSH

domains, aligned with hazardous processes and

overall safety and health of the workplace.

e Technical expertise in handling chemicals, high
risk activities and tasks.

e Regulatory knowledge of working hours
compliances and penalties for violations.

measures and medical surveillance in notified
hazardous occupations.
