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PREFACE 

 DGFASLI  is technical arm of Ministry of Labour  and Employment in matters related to Occupat ional Safety 
and Health in Factor ies, Por ts and Docks. The organisat ion assists the Central Government in formulat ing policies in 
the administrat ion of the Factor ies Act, 1948, enforcing the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Act , 1986 and 
l iaising with State Governments, Union Terr itor ies, Por t  author it ies and Industr ies for  effect ive implementat ion of 
these statutes.  
 The Standard Reference Note 2009 provides comprehensive informat ion on the object ives, funct ions, impor tant 
act ivit ies and budget of the organisat ion.  I t  contains detai ls about the research surveys, audits, suppor t  services, 
t raining programmes, promot ional and other  act ivit ies car r ied out  by DGFASLI  in i ts effor t  to prevent accidents and 

occupat ional diseases in Factor ies, Por ts and Docks. This Standard Reference Note also provides informat ion  on  
targets and achievement of the Plan schemes. 
 

The Regional Labour Inst i tute (RLI), Far idabad was inaugurated on the 10t h Feburary, 2009 by Hon’ble 
Minister of state for  Labour &  Employment (Independent Charge) Shr i Oscar  Fernandes. The establishment of RLI  in 
the industr ial city of Far idabad, Haryana wil l  go a long way in fur ther strengthening of DGFASLI .  
 
 To recognize safety effor ts in Factor ies, Por ts and Docks, DGFASLI , on behalf of Ministry of Labour  and 
Employment, Government of India, organized the Vishwakarma Rashtr iya Puraskar  and Nat ional Safety Awards for 
the per formance year  2007. The Vishwakarma Rashtr iya Puraskar  & Nat ional Safety Awards were presented to 119 
and 101 awardees respect ively by Hon’ble Minister  of Labour  & Employment, Shr i Mall ikar jun Kharge.   
 

In addit ion to present ing the informat ion on industr ial injur ies collected and analysed by Labour  Bureau, this 
Standard Reference Note fur ther contains the state-wise informat ion relat ing to occupat ional safety and health in 
factor ies based on the informat ion collected by DGFASLI  from the Chief Inspectors of Factor ies. I t also provides 
informat ion on Safety and Health matters such as industr ial injur ies, safety inspect ions, invest igat ions etc. in respect 
of 11 major  por ts. This compilat ion of data and its analysis reflects the t rends, causes and areas of concern to avoid 
accidents and enhance working environment in factor ies and por ts. A comparat ive analysis of occupat ional injur ies in 
manufactur ing sector  of some of the countr ies is also given.

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 1   General Information 
  

1.1    DGFASLI  
  

The Directorate General of Factory Advice Service & Labour  Inst i tutes (DGFASLI ), former ly known as Chief Adviser  of 
Factor ies, was set  up in 1945 in Delhi, with the o-bject ive of advising the Central and State Governments on 
administrat ion of the Factor ies Act , and l iaising with factor ies inspect ion services in the States. The office was 
subsequent ly shifted to Mumbai in 1966. 
 
DGFASLI  achieved significant  impor tance as an at tached office of the Ministry of Labour  and Employment, 
Government of India serving as a technical arm to assist  the Ministry in formulat ion of Nat ional policies on 
Occupat ional Safety and Health in Factor ies and Docks.   
 
The Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Act  1986 and the Regulat ions 1990 provide for  Safety, Health and 
Welfare of dock workers. These are enforced by the DGFASLI  through the Inspectorates of Dock Safety set  up in al l  the 
major  por ts in India.

 Rendering advic e and  ca rrying out support researc h ac tivities for the administra tion of the Fac tories Ac t, 1948 

and  the Doc k Workers (Sa fety, Health and Welfa re) Ac t, 1986. 

 Co-ordinat ing technical and legal act ivit ies to faci l itate uniform standards of enforcement of safety and health in 

manufactur ing and por t sectors. 
 Administrat ion of the Dock Workers (Safety, Health &  Welfare) Act , 1986 and Regulat ions 1990 framed there 

under  and enforcing these in the major por ts of the country.  
 Educat ing and t raining employers and employees on matters relat ing to safety and health. 

 Conduct ing promot ional act ivit ies by operat ing schemes for  (i) recognit ion of good suggest ions under 

Vishwakarma Rashtr iya Puraskar  and good (i i) worker’s outstanding contr ibut ion in organizat ions, under Pr ime 
Minister ’s Shram Awards; and (i i i ) safety per formance under  Nat ional Safety Awards (on behalf of the Ministry). 

 Co-operat ing with Internat ional agencies l ike ILO, WHO, UNDP and advising Central Government in the 

adopt ion of internat ional standards concerning safety and health. 
 Training of foreign nat ionals and render ing exper t  advice to developing countr ies. 

 Building Competence of enforcement agencies. 

 I ssuing approval to flameproof electr ical enclosures.  

 Collect ing and disseminat ing informat ion and material relat ing to safety and health. 
 

1.3   Organisation 
 
DGFASLI organisat ion compr ises of the headquar ters, the 5 Labour  Inst i tutes and 11 Inspectorates of Dock Safety. 
 Headquar ter  situated in Mumbai 

 Central Labour Inst i tute in Mumbai 

 Regional  Labour  Inst i tutes in Kolkata, Chennai, Kanpur  and Far idabad 

 I nspectorates of Dock Safety at  Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, Kandla, Mormugao, Tut icor in, New Mangalore, Cochin, 

Visakhapatnam, Paradip and Jawahar lal Nehru Port . The Inspectorate of Dock Safety at  Ennore is being setup. 
 
In 1959, the Central Labour  Inst i tute, Mumbai was established under  UNDP Project  as a socio-economic laboratory 
and as a nat ional inst i tute dealing with scient ific study of human aspects of industr ial development. Subsequent ly, 
Regional Labour  Inst i tutes (RLI ) were established at  Kolkata, Kanpur , Chennai and Far idabad to serve as Regional 
Centers. The detai led organisat ion structure is given in Appendix I  and the area of operat ions of the RLIs is shown in 
Appendix I I . 
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The Labour  Inst i tutes are ful ly equipped with necessary laboratory faci l i t ies for  conduct ing studies and surveys in the 
field of safety, health and environment at  workplaces. The Inst i tutes are also having conference faci l i t ies ful ly 
suppor ted with modern audio-visual equipment. Industr ial Safety, Health and Welfare Centres are also established at  
these Labour  Inst i tutes. Apar t  from this Mobile Safety Exhibit ion Vans are also available for taking the message of 

Safety and Health to the doorsteps of factor ies. Training Centres and Safety Exhibit ion Centres are also established in 
some of the inspectorates of dock safety.  
 

1.4    Human Resource 
 
The human-resource in the organizat ion compr ises of engineers, medical doctors, industr ial hygienists, industr ial 
physiologists, industr ial psychologists, stat ist icians, audio-visual exper ts, ar t ists etc. The manpower  strength of the 

organizat ion is given in Table 1.1. The category-wise manpower of DGFASLI  is shown in Char t 1.1.

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4   Safety and Health Improvement in Factories, Docks and Construction 
 

4.1   Co-ordination in the Administration of the Factories Act, 1948 
 
The Factor ies Act , 1948 is the pr incipal and comprehensive Act  of the Par l iament which provides for  the requirements 
concerning safety, health and welfare amenit ies needed by workers employed in factor ies. The provisions of the Act  are 

applicable to the factor ies as defined under  Sect ion 2m(i), 2m(i i) or  not ified under  Sect ion 85 of the Act  by the State 
Governments. 
 
The Ministry of Labour  and Employment is accountable to the Par l iament for  proper  enforcement of the Act .  
Uniformity in the applicat ion of the provisions of the Act  in var ious States and Union Ter r itor ies is achieved by 
circulat ing the Model Rules prepared by DGFASLI , which are incorporated by them in their  State Factor ies Rules with 
necessary modificat ions to suit  local needs.  In the task of framing the Model Rules, the DGFASLI, on behalf of the 
Ministry of Labour  and Employment, enlists the cooperat ion and involvement of the State Governments by convening 
annually a Conference of Chief Inspectors of Factor ies.  The Conference discusses al l  matters relat ing to the 
administrat ion of the Act  as well as proposed amendments. Besides, the Conference also serves as a forum for  
discussion of the progress made in the techniques and methods of prevent ion of accidents and i l l-health in factor ies.  

 

During the year the following major activities were carried out: 
 

4.1.1  The 49th Conference of Chief Inspectors of Factories 
 
The 49th Conference of Chief Inspectors of Factor ies was organized by the DGFASLI  at  the Regional Labour  Inst i tute, 
Far idabad from 10 – 12 Feb. 2009.  The Conference was inaugurated by Shr i Oscar  Fernandes, Hon’ble Minister  of 
State for  Labour  &  Employment (Independent Charge), Government of India on 10t h Feb. 2009.  Shr i A.C. Choudhary, 
Hon’ble Minister  for  Labour  &  Employment, Govt. of Haryana, presided over  the funct ion.  Madam Blossom Fernandes 
was the Guest of Honour  for the funct ion.  Shr i S.K. Saxena, Director General, DGFASLI  welcomed the dignitar ies, 
delegates and invitees.  Dr . A.K. Chakrabar t i , Deputy Director General proposed the vote of thanks.   

 
The Technical Session of the Conference was at tended by 24 Chief Inspectors of Factor ies and 10 officers from the 

DGFASLI.  The Conference deliberated on very impor tant  issues connected to safety, health and welfare of workers 
employed in the factor ies.  Some of the impor tant  recommendat ions made by the Conference are as fol lows:- 
 

 I tem I (b)3: Section 28 -Hoist and Lifts : the working group const ituted by the conference compr ising of CIFs 

from U.P., Delhi and an officer  from RLI , Kanpur  shall  prepare the guidelines. 
 I tem I (b)5: Testing of Pressure Vessels: the working group const ituted by the conference compr ising of CIFs 

from Karnataka, Maharashtra, Rajasthan and Goa and an officer  from DGFASLI  shall  prepare the guidelines 
for  Test ing of Pressure Vessels. 

 I tem I (b)7: Test Procedures/ guidelines for  Competent Persons and certi ficate of Stability : the 

working group const ituted by the Conference compr ising of CIFs from Goa, Kerala, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu and 
an officer from RLI, Kanpur  shall  prepare the guidelines. 

 I tem I (b)9: Establishment of uniform procedures for  conducting I nspection, initiating legal action, 

etc. by inspectors : the working group const ituted by the conference compr ising of CIFs from Delhi, Haryana, 
U.P., Ut tarakhand and an officer  from RLI, Kanpur shall  prepare the guidelines. 

 I tem IV (23) : Government of I ndia sponsored programmes for  capacity building measures of state 

level I nspectorates: the fol lowing CIFs were const ituted as members Karnataka, Rajasthan, Andhra Pradesh 
and Chhatt isgarh for  prepar ing suitable proposal.

4.1.2  International / ILO Instruments on Safety and Health 

 

4.1.2.1  ILO Convention No.162 Concerning Safety in the Use of Asbestos  
 

The ILO Convent ion No. 162 concerning safety in the use of asbestos has been adopted by the ILO in order to ensure 
protect ion of workers exposed to asbestos.  The Government of India has been consider ing the possibi l i ty of rat i ficat ion 
of this Convent ion since long.  The Ministry of Labour  &  Employment const ituted a Commit tee of Exper ts under  the 
Chairmanship of the Director  General, DGFASLI  for  examining the viabil i ty of rat i ficat ion of this Convent ion.  The 
Commit tee, in i ts meet ing, suggested several steps for  giving effect  to the provisions of the Convent ions by way of 
amending the provisions in var ious statutes relat ing to occupat ional safety, health and welfare.  The Commit tee 
suggested that  the provisions and the requirements in l ine with those prescr ibed in the  Schedule XVII  to the Model 
Rule 120 framed under  Sect ion 87 of The Factor ies Act , 1948, should be incorporated  in statutes such as The Mines 
Act , 1952, The Building and Other  Construct ion Workers (Regulat ion of Employment and Condit ions of Service), 1996, 
etc.  A stake holders’ meet ing was held  on 7t h Aug. 2009 at  DGFASLI  to consider  the feasibi l i ty of rat i ficat ion of ILO 
Convent ion 162 (Asbestos) and ILO Convent ion 170 (Chemicals).

4.1.2.2 ILO Convention No. 127 Concerning M aximum Weight 
 

The Government of India has decided to rat i fy ILO Convent ion 127 concerning Maximum Weight and the instrument of 
rat i ficat ion has been signed by the President on 16.12.2009 to be deposited with ILO with Director  General, ILO dur ing 
March 2010.  The Convent ion wil l  enter  into force for  India after  twelve months from the date of deposit  of instrument 
of rat i ficat ion of Convent ion.

The Nat ional Policy on Safety, Health &  Environment at  Workplace was declared by the Hon’ble Minister  for  External 
Affairs, Shr i Pranab Mukher ji  dur ing the inaugural funct ion of the 42nd Session of Indian Labour  Conference on 20th 
February, 2009.  The Policy aims at  secur ing health and safety of the workers in the country as envisaged in the 
Const itut ion and extend to al l  units in the organized as well as informal sectors.  The salient  features of the Nat ional 
Policy are given below:- 
 

 It recognizes sa fe and hea lthy working environment as a fundamenta l human right. 

 It identifies the main a reas of conc ern. 

 The goal o f the policy is tha t the government firmly believes tha t build ing and  mainta ining na tional 
p reventive sa fety and hea lth culture is the need  of the hour.   

 It a ims a t enhanc ing the welling of the employee and  the soc iety a t la rge by elimina ting inc idents work 

rela ted  injuries, d iseases, etc .   

 It enumera tes the goals to  be ac hieved  and  b rings into focus the ob jec tive of c ontinuous reduc tion in the 
inc idenc e of work rela ted injuries and d iseases. 

 It desc ribes the ac tion p rogramme with spec ia l emphasis on enforc ement and  complianc e, development 

of na tional standa rds, c rea tion of awareness, resea rc h and  development, skill development and  da ta 
c o llec tion.   

 It a lso p rovides for regula r review of the policy a t least onc e in 5 yea rs.

4.1.7  Implementation of the Right to Information Act 2005  

 

 The enactment of Right  to Informat ion Act, 2005, is a gateway for  the cit izens to seek informat ion under  the 

control of Public Author ity and promote transparency and accountabil i ty.   
 DGFASLI  being one of the Public Author it ies, the C.P.I .O. received a total no. of  68 applicat ions during the 

per iod January to December , 2009.  Informat ion were provided within the st ipulated t ime frame to 65 
applicat ions, out  of which 44 applicat ions were received under  Sect ion 6(3) of the RTI  Act   and 1 applicat ion 

was rejected under  Sect ion 8(1)(h).  An amount of Rs.282 was received dur ing the said per iod as applicat ion fees 
and cost  of provision of informat ion in mater ial form.    
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4.1.8 Ship Breaking 

 
The ship-breaking operat ions are covered under  the provisions of the Factor ies Act , 1948 and the state factor ies Rules 
framed there-under . In addit ion, consider ing the hazardous nature of operat ions and health hazards associated with 

these operat ions, the Government of Gujarat  has not ified a separate schedule under  Sect ion 41 of the Factor ies Act , 
1948.  The Government of India have also taken special policy level measures as well as promot ional act ivit ies for 
ensur ing safety, health and welfare of workers employed in ship-breaking operat ions. 
 
 
 DGFASLI car r ied out  the radiological study of workers working in the Ship Breaking Industry.  237 workers 

from 21 ship recycling yards were examined. 13% of the workers were ident ified to be affected due to Asbestosis 
and Asbestos related disorders.  The affected workers were most ly in the age group of under 40 and durat ion of 
employment under  10 years.  The study observed 3½   t imes prevalence rate of asbestosis disease and related 
disorders as compared to asbestos cement processing workers. 

 
 

 
Ship Breaking Industry
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4.2  Administration of the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Act, 1986 and Regulation framed there under 

and the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 and Rules framed there under: 

 

The Dock workers (Safety, Health and Welfare), Act, 1986 and the Regulat ions 1990 framed there under  cover  safety, 

health and welfare aspects of al l  the workers engaged in dock work, whether  in loading or  unloading of cargo on board 
the ship, alongside it  or  in t ransit  sheds, warehouses or  yard etc., within the por t  premises including those engaged in 
chipping and paint ing of ships.  These statutes are in l ine with ILO Convent ion No. 152 on Occupat ional Safety and 
Health (Dock Work). 

  

Administrat ion of the Act  and the Regulat ions in major  por ts is car r ied out  by the Ministry of Labour  and Employment, 
through DGFASLI , Mumbai.  The Director  General is the Chief Inspector  of Dock Safety appointed under  the Act .  The 
Chief Inspector  of Dock Safety is also an author ity for  enforcement of the Manufacture, Storage and Impor t  of 
Hazardous Chemicals Rules, 1989 framed under  the Environment (Protect ion) Act , 1986, in the major  ports. 

 

The above statutes are enforced by the Inspectors posted at  Inspectorate of Dock Safety at  al l  the major  por ts viz. 
Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, Kandla, Mormugao, New Mangalore, Cochin, Tut icor in, Visakhapatnam, Paradip and 
Jawahar lal Nehru Por t  except Ennore where the Inspectorate is yet  to be set  up.  Present ly, the enforcement in this 
Por t  is car r ied out  by the Inspectors posted in Inspectorate Dock Safety, Chennai.  Inspectors also enforce the Marking 
of Heavy Packages Act , 1951 and Rules framed there under in the major  por ts. 

 

The main funct ion of the Inspectorates is to ensure the compliance with the provisions under  the statutes.  The 
statutory responsibi l i t ies of Inspector  include inspect ion of ships, tankers, loose-gears, container -handling equipment, 
docks, container -yard and terminal, hazardous instal lat ions and isolated storages, tanks; car rying out  the invest igat ion 
of accidents (fatal and ser ious) and dangerous occurrences; prosecut ion of employers, at tending to complaints, 
providing advisory services and conduct ing safety promot ional act ivit ies l ike t raining programmes, workshops, 
celebrat ion of safety week etc. 

 

The Inspectorate also prosecutes the agency responsible for  ser ious violat ion of any provision of the Act  and 
Regulat ions framed there under.   

 

4.2.1  The 26th Conference of Inspectors of Dock Safety  

 

The 26t h Conference of Dock Safety Inspectors was held on 27t h and 28th May 2009 at  Cochin Por t, Kochi.  The 
object ives of the Conference was to discuss var ious technical and administrat ive issues in connect ion with the 

administrat ion and enforcement of the Dock Safety Statutes and the Manufacture Storage &  Impor t of Hazardous 
Chemical Rules, 1989 and amendments thereto and draw suitable act ion plan for improving system.  The Conference 
was inaugurated by Shr i N. Ramchandran Nair, IPS Chairman Cochin Por t  Trust , Kochi.  In his inaugural address he 
ment ioned about the ster l ing service rendered to the cause of Safety, Health and Welfare by DGFASLI. The key note 
address was delivered by Shr i S.K. Saxena the then Director General.  The Conference was at tended by 15 Inspectors. 
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Shr i N. Ramchandran Nair, IPS, Chairman Cochin Port  Trust and Shr i S.K. Saxena, the then Director General and Chief Inspector 
pf Dock Safety, at  the inaugural funct ion of 26th Conference of Inspectors of Dock Safety held at  Kochi on 27th and 28th May 2009.   

 

4.2.2 1st National Technical meet of the Safety and Health Professionals 

 

The 1st Nat ional Technical meet of the Safety and Health Professionals in the Por t  Sector  was organized joint ly by 

DGFASLI  and Mumbai Por t  Trust  held from 3.12.2009 to 4.12.2009 in the Conference Hall of Mumbai Por t  Trust , 
Mumbai. The object ive of the technical meet was to discuss var ious challenges in terms of cargo handling act ivit ies, 
l i ft ing appliances, plant  and machinery, medical examinat ion of dock workers and their  health records etc. and also to 
provide a forum for  Safety and Health Professionals to interact  with each other  and learn from each other ’s exper iences 
as well as the issues of concern and problems faced by the safety and health professionals in each por t . I t was 
inaugurated by Shr i Rahul Asthana, I .A.S., Chairman, Mumbai Por t Trust , Mumbai.  The welcome address was 
delivered by Shr i Shreekant Singh, IAS, Dy. Chairman, Mumbai Por t  Trust .  Shr i S.G.Darvhekar , the then Director 
General and Chief Inspector Dock Safety, DGFASLI delivered the Keynote address.  He ment ioned that  fatal accidents 
in the Por ts is a matter of concern and  major ity of fatal accidents are caused by the transpor t  equipments, which is a 
matter  of ser ious concern at  nat ional level. Dur ing the Technical Meet, Ms. Ingr id Chr istensen, ILO exper t  from ILO, 
New Delhi gave a presentat ion on Safety and Health in por ts highlight ing the effor ts made by ILO and the code of 

pract ice published by ILO on Safety and Health in Por ts.  Best  pract ices on Safety and Health were also presented by 
different  por ts.  Total fi fty two par t icipants include 50 Safety and Health Professionals from the por t  sector  from all  
over the country at tended the above meet. 
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Shr i Rahul Asthana, I .A.S., Chairman, Mumbai Por t Trust, inaugurat ing the 1st  National Technical meet  of the Safety and Health 
Professionals in the Por t Sector  held from 3.12.2009 to 4.12.2009 in the Conference Hal l of Mumbai Port  Trust , Mumbai. 

 

 4.2.3  Safety week celebrations 

Safety week celebrat ions were held at  the Por ts of Kolkata, Visakhapatnam Chennai, New Mangalore, Cochin, J.N.Por t  
and Tut icor in. Dur ing the celebrat ions, var ious safety promot ional act ivit ies l ike safety poster  compet it ions, safety quiz 

contest , first -aid and fire fight ing demonstrat ions and appreciat ion programmes were organized for  benefit  of dock 
workers and their  famil ies.  
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4.3 Safety and Health in Construction Sector: 
 
The Building and Other  Construct ion Workers (Regulat ion of Employment and Condit ions of Service) Act  (BOCW Act) 
was enacted in 1996.  The Central Government is the appropr iate government for not ifying the rules and regulat ions 
under  the Act  as well as the enforcement of the provisions under  the said Rules, in respect  of establishments in relat ion 
to which Central Government is the appropr iate government under  the Industr ial Disputes Act , 1947.  In respect  of 

other establishments, the State Government is the appropr iate government for  not ifying the Rules and enforcing the 
provisions.  DGFASLI  at  the behest  of the Ministry of Labour  and Employment had done the ent ire work of draft ing 
the above said Act 1996 as well as framing of the Central Rules of 1998 made thereunder . 
 
The Director  General, DGFASLI  is a member on the Central Advisory Commit tee const ituted under  Rule 10 of the 
Central Rules of 1998. 
 
Officers from DGFASLI  worked as members of Task force const ituted for  amendment in BOCW Act 1996. DGFASLI 
made a background paper  on amendments to BOCW Act 1996. 

 

DGFASLI was entrusted  with the task of p roc essing applic a tions in respec t of approva l o f Competent Persons 

under Rule 2(j) o f the Centra l Rules, 1998.  DGFASLI p roc essed  applica tions for granting competenc y under the 

sa id Rules for the purpose of testing, examina tion or annea ling and c ertifica tion of lifting applianc es, lifting gea rs, 

wire ropes or p ressure p lants and  equipment and  forwarded  the rec ommenda tions to  the Ministry of Labour and  
Employment for appointment of competent persons.

6   Safety Awards 
 

To appreciate the contr ibut ion made by the factor ies and docks towards producing quality goods and providing efficient  
services in safe and healthy condit ions the fol lowing awards are being given. 

 

6.1      Prime M inister’s  Shram Awards (PM SA): 

 

 The Prime Minister’ s Shram Awards (PMSA) were instituted  in 1985, for the workers (as defined  in Industria l Disputes 

Ac t, 1947) in rec ognition of their outstanding c ontributions in organiza tions both in public  and  p riva te sec tor and 

who have d istinguished  record  of performanc e, devotion to  duty of a  high order, spec ific  contribution in the field  

of produc tivity, proven innova tive abilities, p resenc e of mind  and  exc ep tional courage and  a lso to the workmen 
who have made sup reme sacrific e of laying down their lives in the c onsc ientious d ischarge of their duties.  

 

It has been dec ided  from the yea r 2004 onwards tha t the p riva te sec tors sha ll a lso be inc luded  within the ambit o f 

Prime Minister’ s Shram Awards and  the workers in the priva te sec tor units emp loying 500 or more workers and 

engaged in manufac turing and  p roduc tive processes will be eligib le to  apply for these awards.  The number of 

awards has been increased  from 17 to 33. The awards, in order of sequenc e  a re  Shram Ra tna , Shram Bhushan, 

Shram Vir/ Veerangana  and  Shram Shri/ Devi.  The rec ognition consists of a  Sanad  and  cash award  of Rs. Two lakh 
(1 award ), Rs. One lakh (4 awards), Rs. 60,000 (12 awards) and Rs. 40,000 (16 awards) respec tively. 

 

Vishwakarma Rashtriya Puraskar & National Safety Awards:  

 

The DGFASLI on behalf o f the Ministry of Labour and  Emp loyment has been implementing the Vishwakarma 

Rashtriya  Puraskar  (VRP) (ea rlier known as Shram Vir Na tional Awards) and  the Na tiona l Sa fety Awards sc heme 

sinc e 1965. These sc hemes were mod ified in 1971, 1978 and  again in 2007. The schemes presently in opera tion are 
as follow:      

 

(i)Vishwakarma Rashtriya Puraskar: It is designed  to give recognition a t the na tional level to   outstand ing 

suggestions resulting in  (i) higher produc tivity (ii) improvement in sa fety and  working c onditions (iii) savings in 

foreign exchange (import substitution as well as qua lity and  sa fety of p roduc ts), (iv) improvement in overa ll 

effic ienc y of the estab lishments.  It covers workers employed  in fac tories and  doc ks. The prizes a re grouped in 

three c lasses i.e. CLASS (A) – 5, CASH AWARD OF RS.75,000/ - EACH,  CLASS  (B)  -  8,  CASH  AWARD  OF  RS.50,000/ - 

EACH AND CLASS(C) – 15, CASH AWARD OF RS.25,000/ - EACH. These awards are applic ab le to  the workers of  

Industria l estab lishments c overed  under the Fac tories  Ac t,  1948, the emp loyees c overed  under the Doc k Worker 

(Sa fety, Hea lth and  Welfa re) Ac t 1986, the Build ing and  Other Construc tion Workers (Regula tion of Employment 
and  Conditions of Servic e) Ac t, 1996 and  Insta lla tions under Atomic  Energy Regula tory Boa rd  (AERB). 

 

(ii) National Safety Awards: Na tional Sa fety Awards a re g iven in recognition of outstanding sa fety performanc e on 

the part o f the industria l establishments c overed  under the Fac tories Ac t 1948, the emp loyers c overed  under the 

Doc k Worker (Sa fety, Health and  Welfare) Ac t 1986, the Build ing and  Other Construc tion Workers (Regula tion of 

Employment and Cond itions of Servic e) Ac t, 1996 and  Insta lla tions under Atomic  Energy Regula tory Board (AERB).

8.1 The stat ist ics of factor ies is collected and compiled by the Labour  Bureau on the basis of the Annual 
Returns/Repor ts in respect  of the Factor ies Act  1948, furnished by var ious States and Union Ter r itor ies. The 
informat ion relat ing to occupat ional injur ies in factor ies given in this chapter  in table 8.1 to 8.5 and Char t  8.1 to 8.2 is 
based on the stat ist ics provided by Labour  Bureau up to the year  2005. 
 

Profile of Industrial Injuries in Factories 
 
8.2 Under  the Factor ies Act , 1948, injur ies result ing from industr ial accidents, by reasons of which the person 
injured is prevented from at tending to work for  a per iod of 48 hours or  more immediately fol lowing the accident, are 
recorded. The impor tant  indices on injur ies are Frequency Rate (FR) and Incidence Rate (IR).  The Frequency Rate is 
defined as number  of total injur ies per  1, 00,000 man-days worked.  The Incidence Rate is the number of injur ies per  
1000 workers employed in the factor ies.  
 

All India Industrial Injuries and Rates:  

 

8.3 The sta tistic s of number of working fac tories, emp loyment therein, number of fa ta l and  non-fa ta l injuries and 
their ra tes for the yea rs 2001-2005 a re g iven in tab le 8.1 to  the extent ava ilab le from Labour Bureau. 

 

As per the sta tistic s g iven in tab le 8.1, the to ta l industria l injuries have decreased  from 28364 in 2001 to 14795 in 
2005. The frequency ra te and  inc idenc e ra te of to ta l injuries show a  dec lining trend  from 2002. 

 

The fa ta l injuries dec reased  from 627 in 2001 to 613 in 2005.  The frequency ra te and  inc idenc e ra te of fa ta l injuries 
show a  dec lining trend from 2002. 

The state-wise frequency rate of injur ies and incidence rate of injur ies are given in the table 8.3 and 8.4 respect ively.

Though this 

informa tion c an be used  for knowing the sta te-wise sta tus of sa fety and  hea lth as well as complianc e level with 

sta tutory standa rds in fac tories, no na tiona l level sta tistic s c an be prepa red  for arriving a t c onc lusive inferenc es.

DGFASLI  is enforcing the Dock Workers (Safety, Health &  Welfare) Act, 1986 and Regulat ions 1990 in al l  the major  
por ts of the country.  The Inspectorate of Dock Safety offices located in the major por ts enforce the Act  and Regulat ions. 
Under  Regulat ions 91(1) &  (6) i t  is obligatory on the par t  of the Employers of the Dock Workers to repor t  the accidents/ 
dangerous occur rences to the Inspectorates. 
 

Table 9.10 shows that Mumbai Port accounts for maximum injuries and Kandla, Kolkata, Chennai and Tuticorin 

Ports account for maximum fatal injuries. Table 9.11 shows that Cochin port accounts for maximum dangerous 

occurrences. However with the efforts of the Inspectorates by enforcing above statutes and in creating safety 

awareness among all personnel connected with dock work, Chart 9.1 shows that numbers of reportable accidents 

have decreased from 227 in 2000 to 140 in 2009. Among fatal injuries there is no significant change, as depicted in 
chart 9.1. 

  
As per  the analysis of repor table accidents depicted in Tables 9.12 and Table 9.13, Means of  Transpor tat ion accounts 
for  the maximum number  of injur ies whereas ‘Stepping on, str ik ing against  or  struck by objects excluding fal l ing 
objects’ are the major  causes for  these accidents dur ing the year  2009.
