About the Programme

Data and Statistics play a crucial role in enabling
evidence-based decision-making, and formulating
effective safety interventions. This one-day training
programme on "Data and Statistics in Occupational
Safety and Health" is designed to equip participants
with essential skills to collect, analyze, and interpret
data. Participants will learn about statistical concepts,
explore national and international data systems, and
learn techniques for identifying trends. It will
introduce them to the role of Artificial Intelligence
(Al) and Machine Learning in OSH. It will also give
them an introduction to Six Sigma/Lean Principles in
OSH. The training aims to build participants’
analytical capacity for managing OSH information
efficiently.

It aims to equip them with the
knowledge of basic statistics, practical skills in
analyzing, and interpreting OSH data. It will also
introduce them to concepts of Al, Machine Learning,
and Six Sigma/Lean Principles in OSH, and their
application in data driven safety performance.
