Through this program,
participants will gain the knowledge and skills necessary to
identify potential hazards, implement safe systems of work—
including permit-to-work systems, atmospheric testing,
ventilation, and use of personal protective equipment— and
develop effective emergency response procedures. The
training aims to foster a safety-first mindset, reduce
workplace incidents, and ensure compliance with national
and international safety standards.
